We recommend a sensible, plain outdoor waterproof coat for the winter months - neither
coats or hoodies are to be worn in the building
Fashion hats, caps etc should not be worn in the building
Jewellery:
0 Only stud earrings are allowed
o0 We do not recommend facial piercings, but if worn they must be discreet
Mobile phones/headphones —are allowed in the Sixth Form if used responsibly. They
should not be used for taking pictures and/or recording audio/video and they should not
be visible when in the main school building.
Hairstyles should be professional. Extreme colours, cuts and styles are not acceptable

o False nails are not allowed
Sensible leather/man-made black shoes — the following are not allowed (see pictures
below for further guidance):
o Trainers — that is, footwear in which the sole curls up onto the toes
o Canvas shoes
0 Boots above the ankle bone
